What Information is Collected; How Information is Collected; and by Whom is

Matomo 
We use the open-source software tool Matomo on our website to analyze the surfing 
behavior of our users. 

Matomo creates usage profiles based on pseudonyms. For this purpose, permanent cookies 
are stored on your terminal device and read by us. In this way, we can recognize and count 
returning visitors. We also use the heatmap and session recording modules. Matomo's 
heatmap service shows us the areas of our website where the mouse is most often moved or 
clicked. The session recording service records individual user sessions. We can replay 
recorded sessions and thus analyze the use of our website.  

Data entered in forms is not recorded and is not visible at any time. Your IP address is 
anonymized immediately after processing and before it is stored.
